AVC111 - Introduction to Civil Aviation Transportation / Sivil Hava
Tasimacihgina Giris (Compulsory, 2,3)

Objectives of the Course:

This course introduces students to the fundamental concepts of the civil aviation sector,
including its development, structure, and operational dynamics. It aims to provide a foundational
understanding of how air transportation systems function.

Course Content:

Topics include the historical development of air transportation, civil aviation organizations,
airline structures, regulatory bodies (ICAO, EASA), basic airline functions, and the interaction
between airports, airlines, and service providers.

Dersin Amaci:

Bu ders, 6grencilere sivil havacilik sektoriiniin temel kavramlarini, gelisimini, yapisini ve
operasyonel dinamiklerini tanitmay1 amaglamaktadir. Hava tagimaciligi sistemlerinin nasil
isledigi konusunda temel bir anlayis kazandirmak hedeflenmektedir.

Dersin Icerigi:

Hava tagimaciliginin tarihsel gelisimi, sivil havacilik kuruluslari, havayolu yapilari, diizenleyici
kurumlar (ICAO, EASA), havayolu temel fonksiyonlar ile havaalanlari, havayollar1 ve hizmet
saglayicilart arasindaki etkilesim ders kapsamindadir.

AVC112 - Basic Aircraft and Flight Knowledge / Temel Ucak ve Ucus Bilgisi
(Compulsory, 2,3)

Objectives of the Course:
To provide students with a general understanding of aircraft structures, flight principles, and
operational characteristics, especially in the context of commercial air transportation.

Course Content:
Includes basic flight theory, types and components of aircraft, control surfaces, engines, flight
controls, basic aerodynamics, and aircraft performance considerations.



Dersin Amacr:
Ogrencilere, ticari hava tagimacilig1 baglaminda ugak yapilari, ugus prensipleri ve operasyonel
ozellikler hakkinda genel bir anlayis kazandirmak.

Dersin I¢erigi:
Temel ugus teorisi, ucak tiirleri ve bilesenleri, kontrol yiizeyleri, motorlar, ugus kontrolleri, temel
aerodinamik ve ucak performansina iligkin hususlar ele alinmaktadir.

AVC113 - Aviation Terminology / Havacilik Terminolojisi (Compulsory, 2,4)

Objectives of the Course:
To familiarize students with commonly used aviation terms and definitions in both English and
Turkish, enabling better communication and comprehension in the industry.

Course Content:
Focuses on aviation-specific terminology, abbreviations, aircraft and airport codes, air traffic
communication phrases, airline and airport vocabulary.

Dersin Amaci: ‘

AVC114 - Occupational Health and Safety in Aviation / Is Saghg ve Giivenligi
(Elective, 2,3)

Objectives of the Course:
To introduce students to the principles and regulations regarding occupational health and safety,
particularly within the aviation environment.

Course Content:
Covers national and international safety standards, risk management in airport and airline
operations, personal protective equipment (PPE), and accident/incident investigation procedures.

Dersin Amaci:
Ogrencilere, 6zellikle havacilik ortaminda is saglig1 ve giivenligi ile ilgili ilke ve mevzuatlari
tanitmak.



Dersin I¢erigi:

Ulusal ve uluslararasi giivenlik standartlari, havalimani ve havayolu operasyonlarinda risk
yonetimi, kisisel koruyucu ekipman (KKE), kaza ve olay inceleme prosediirleri dersin kapsamini
olusturmaktadir.

AVC115 - Air Transportation Organizations and Responsibilities / Hava
Tasimacihigr Organizasyonlar: ve Sorumluluklar: (Compulsory, 2,3)

Objectives of the Course:
To examine the structure and responsibilities of global and national civil aviation organizations,
and to explain their roles in maintaining safety and efficiency in air transportation.

Course Content:

Focuses on ICAQ, IATA, EASA, DGCA, and other regulatory or supporting bodies. Discusses
their areas of jurisdiction, enforcement authority, and cooperation with airlines, airports, and
ANSPs.

Dersin Amaci:
Ulusal ve uluslararasi sivil havacilik organizasyonlarinin yapisini ve sorumluluklarini incelemek,
hava tasimaciliginda giivenlik ve etkinligi saglama rollerini agiklamak.

Dersin Icerigi:

ICAO, IATA, EASA, SHGM ve diger diizenleyici veya destekleyici kurumlara odaklanilir.
Yetki alanlari, denetim yetkileri, havayollari, havalimanlar1 ve ANSP’lerle is birligi konulari ele
alinir.

CMP151 - Introduction to Information Technologies / Bilisim Teknolojilerine
Giris (Compulsory, 3,4)

Objectives of the Course:
To provide students with fundamental knowledge and skills in using information technologies
effectively in academic and professional environments.

Course Content:
Covers basic computer hardware and software, operating systems, office applications (word
processors, spreadsheets, presentations), internet tools, and basic cybersecurity concepts.

Dersin Amaci:
Ogrencilere, akademik ve profesyonel ortamlarda bilisim teknolojilerini etkin bir sekilde
kullanma konusunda temel bilgi ve beceriler kazandirmak.



Dersin I¢erigi:
Temel bilgisayar donanim ve yazilim bilgisi, isletim sistemleri, ofis uygulamalar1 (kelime islem,
tablo, sunum), internet araglari ve temel siber giivenlik kavramlari ele alinmaktadir.

ENE115 - English I / Ingilizce I (Compulsory, 6,8)

Objectives of the Course:
To improve students' basic English language skills (reading, writing, listening, and speaking)
with a focus on general and academic usage.

Course Content:
Includes grammar structures, vocabulary development, sentence formation, paragraph writing,
and basic conversational practice for academic and professional contexts.

Dersin Amaci:
Ogrencilerin temel Ingilizce dil becerilerini (okuma, yazma, dinleme ve konusma) genel ve
akademik kullanim odakli olarak gelistirmektir.

Dersin Icerigi:
Dilbilgisi yapilari, kelime gelistirme, climle kurma, paragraf yazma ve akademik/profesyonel
baglamda temel konusma uygulamalar1 igermektedir.

YIT103 - Turkish for International Students I/ Tiirk¢e I (Compulsory, 2,2)

Objectives of the Course:
To teach non-native speakers the basics of the Turkish language in order to help them
communicate effectively in everyday situations.

Course Content:
Covers basic Turkish grammar, sentence structure, commonly used vocabulary, pronunciation,
and everyday conversational skills.

Dersin Amaci:
Anadili Tiirk¢e olmayan 6grencilere, giinlilk durumlarda etkili iletisim kurmalarini saglamak
amaciyla temel Tiirkge bilgisini kazandirmak.

Dersin Icerigi:
Temel Tiirkce dilbilgisi, climle yapisi, sik kullanilan kelimeler, telaffuz ve glinliik konugma
becerileri bu dersin kapsamindadir.



ACT141 - Ramp Safety and Apron Rules / Ramp Emniyeti ve Apron Kurallari
(Compulsory, 2,4)

Objectives of the Course:
To train students on the rules, safety standards, and operational procedures specific to ramp and
apron areas of airports.

Course Content:
Focuses on ground vehicle movement, aircraft marshaling, ramp hazards, apron markings,
personal safety precautions, incident response, and regulatory guidelines.

Dersin Amacr:
Ogrencilere havaalanlarinin apron ve ramp bolgelerine 6zgii kurallar, glivenlik standartlar1 ve
operasyonel prosediirler konusunda egitim vermektir.

Dersin Icerigi:
Yer araclarinin hareketi, ucak yonlendirme, apron tehlikeleri, isaretlemeler, kisisel glivenlik
onlemleri, olaylara miidahale ve diizenleyici kilavuzlar bu dersin konularidir.

AVC121 - Introduction to Meteorology / Meteorolojiye Giris (Compulsory, 2,3)

Objectives of the Course:
To introduce the structure of the atmosphere and meteorological phenomena that impact
aviation, focusing on flight safety and performance.

Course Content:
Includes atmospheric layers, temperature and pressure variations, clouds, wind systems,
turbulence, storm development, and their effects on aircraft operations.

Dersin Amaci:
Havacilig etkileyen meteorolojik olaylar1 ve atmosferin yapisini tanitmak, ucus giivenligi ve
performansina etkilerini agiklamak.

Dersin I¢erigi:
Atmosfer tabakalari, sicaklik ve basing degisimleri, bulutlar, riizgar sistemleri, tiirbiilans, firtina
olusumu ve ucak operasyonlarina etkileri ele alinmaktadir.

AVC122 - Aviation Regulations / Havacilik Diizenlemeleri (Compulsory, 2,3)



Objectives of the Course:
To familiarize students with national and international aviation legislation, including licensing,
operations, and compliance standards.

Course Content:
Covers ICAO annexes, EASA and SHGM regulations, airspace classifications, flight rules, and
regulatory frameworks for operators and personnel.

Dersin Amaci:
Ulusal ve uluslararasi havacilik mevzuatini tanitmak; lisanslama, operasyonlar ve uyum
standartlar1 hakkinda bilgi vermektir.

Dersin Icerigi:
ICAO ekleri, EASA ve SHGM diizenlemeleri, hava sahasi siniflamalari, ugus kurallar1 ve
operatorler ile personel icin diizenleyici gergeveler islenmektedir.

AVC123 - Aviation Security / Havacilik Giivenligi (Compulsory, 2,3)

Objectives of the Course:
To introduce students to aviation security measures, including threat detection, passenger
screening, and international security protocols.

Course Content:
Includes airport security zones, screening methods, unlawful interference prevention, security
audits, and global best practices (ICAO Annex 17).

Dersin Amacr:
Havacilik giivenligine yonelik tehdit tespiti, yolcu tarama ve uluslararasi giivenlik protokollerini
ogretmektir.

Dersin Icerigi:
Havaalan1 giivenlik bolgeleri, tarama yontemleri, yasa dis1t miidahale 6nlemleri, glivenlik
denetimleri ve kiiresel uygulamalar (ICAO Ek 17) ders kapsaminda yer alir.

ACT121 - Airline Strategies and Business Models / Havayolu Stratejileri ve Is
Modelleri (Elective, 2,4)

Objectives of the Course:
To analyze airline business models, competitive strategies, and operational planning in response
to market dynamics.



Course Content:
Focuses on full-service vs. low-cost models, alliances, pricing strategies, network development,
and innovation in service delivery.

Dersin Amaci:
Havayolu is modelleri, rekabet stratejileri ve pazar kosullarina uygun operasyonel planlamay1
analiz etmeyi 6gretmektir.

Dersin Icerigi:
Tam hizmet ve diisiik maliyetli modeller, ittifaklar, fiyatlandirma stratejileri, ag gelistirme ve
hizmet inovasyonlar1 ders kapsaminda ele alinmaktadir.

AVS124 - Flight Operations / Ugus Operasyonlari (Elective, 2,4)

Objectives of the Course:
To provide operational knowledge of how flights are planned and conducted, focusing on
dispatch, coordination, and compliance.

Course Content:
Covers flight planning, ATC coordination, route analysis, weather assessment, fuel calculations,
and irregular operations handling.

Dersin Amaci:
Ucuslarin planlanmasi ve yliriitiilmesi siirecinde operasyonel bilgi kazandirmak; ucus harekati,
koordinasyon ve mevzuata uyum konularini 6gretmek.

Dersin Icerigi:
Ugus planlamasi, ATC ile koordinasyon, rota analizi, hava durumu degerlendirmesi, yakit
hesaplamalar1 ve diizensiz operasyon yonetimi konularini kapsar.

AVS125 - Airport Operations and Equipment / Havaalam Faaliyetleri ve
Donanimi (Compulsory, 2,3)

Objectives of the Course:
To explain the structure and daily activities of airport operations and familiarize students with
equipment used on the airside and terminal.

Course Content:
Includes terminal processes, apron logistics, baggage handling systems, ground service
equipment (GSE), and airport layout planning.



Dersin Amaci:
Havaalan1 operasyonlarinin yapisini ve giinliik faaliyetlerini agiklamak; apron ve terminalde
kullanilan ekipmanlar1 tanitmak.

Dersin I¢erigi:
Terminal siirecleri, apron lojistigi, bagaj tasima sistemleri, yer hizmet ekipmanlar1 ve havaalani
yerlesim planlamasi dersin kapsamindadir.

ENE116 - English II / ingilizce IT (Compulsory, 6,8)

Objectives of the Course:
To build on English I by advancing students’ reading, writing, and speaking skills in academic
and aviation contexts.

Course Content:
Focus on aviation texts, writing reports, intermediate grammar, speaking tasks, and
comprehension of procedural documents.

Dersin Amaci:
Ingilizce I lizerine insa ederek dgrencilerin akademik ve havacilik baglaminda dil becerilerini
gelistirmektir.

Dersin Icerigi:
Havacilik metinleri, rapor yazimu, orta diizey dilbilgisi, konugma gorevleri ve prosediirel
belgeleri anlama becerileri {izerine calisilir.

YI1T104 - Turkish for International Students II / Tiirkce IT (Compulsory, 2,2)

Objectives of the Course:
To further develop the Turkish language skills of non-native speakers, expanding vocabulary and
fluency for everyday use.

Course Content:
Focuses on intermediate grammar, reading short texts, forming questions, expressing opinions,
and oral practice in real-life scenarios.

Dersin Amaci:
Anadili Tiirk¢e olmayan 6grencilerin Tiirkge dil becerilerini gelistirmek; kelime hazinesini ve
giinliik kullanim yeterliligini artirmak.



Dersin I¢erigi:
Orta seviye dilbilgisi, kisa metin okuma, soru olusturma, goriis ifade etme ve giinliik yasam
senaryolarinda sozlii uygulamalar yapilir.

ACT150 - Internship / Staj (Elective, 0,0)

Objectives of the Course:
To provide students with hands-on experience in the aviation industry, allowing them to apply
theoretical knowledge in a real-world setting and develop workplace competencies.

Course Content:

Students complete an on-site internship at an approved aviation-related organization (airport,
airline, handling company, etc.). During the internship, they observe and participate in daily
operations, report their experiences, and are evaluated based on performance and reporting.

Dersin Amaci:
Ogrencilere havacilik sektdriinde uygulamali deneyim kazandirmak, teorik bilgilerini gergek
ortamda kullanmalarini saglamak ve is yeri becerilerini gelistirmektir.

Dersin Icerigi:

Ogrenciler, onaylanmuis bir havacilik kurulusunda (havaalani, havayolu, yer hizmetleri sirketi
vb.) staj yaparlar. Giinliik operasyonlar1 gézlemleyip katilarak deneyim kazanirlar, rapor
hazirlarlar ve performanslarina gére degerlendirilirler.

ACT211 - Airline Operations / Havayolu Operasyonlari1 (Compulsory, 2,4)

Objectives of the Course:
To provide students with insights into the structure and daily functioning of airline operations,
including flight planning, dispatch, ground handling, and regulatory compliance.

Course Content:

Focuses on airline departments and their interdependencies, operational planning, resource
management, flight scheduling, irregular operations handling, and communication with
stakeholders like airports and authorities.

Dersin Amaci:
Ogrencilere, ugus planlama, harekat, yer hizmetleri ve mevzuata uygunluk gibi alanlar1 igeren
havayolu operasyonlarinin yapisi ve giinliik isleyisi hakkinda bilgi vermektir.

Dersin Icerigi:

Havayolu bdliimleri ve igbirlikleri, operasyonel planlama, kaynak yonetimi, ugus programlama,
diizensiz operasyonlarin yonetimi ve havaalanlar ile yetkili kurumlarla iletisim dersin
kapsamindadir.



AVC213 - Aviation Safety / Havacihk Emniyeti (Compulsory, 2,3)

Objectives of the Course:
To introduce students to fundamental safety principles in aviation and develop awareness of risk
assessment, incident prevention, and safety culture in airline and airport operations.

Course Content:
Includes ICAO safety frameworks, Safety Management Systems (SMS), human factors, hazard
identification, risk mitigation strategies, and safety auditing processes.

Dersin Amaci:

Ogrencilere havacilikta temel emniyet ilkelerini tanitmak, havayolu ve havaalan
operasyonlarinda risk degerlendirme, olay 6nleme ve emniyet kiiltiirli konularinda farkindalik
kazandirmaktir.

Dersin Icerigi:
ICAO emniyet ¢erceveleri, Emniyet Yonetim Sistemleri (SMS), insan faktorleri, tehlike
belirleme, risk azaltma stratejileri ve emniyet denetleme siireglerini igerir.

AVC216 - Aircraft Airworthiness / U¢agin Ucusa Elverisliligi (Compulsory, 2,3)

Objectives of the Course:
To explain the concept of airworthiness, the processes involved in certification, and the
responsibilities of maintenance organizations and personnel.

Course Content:
Includes regulatory basis (ICAO Annexes, EASA, FAA), types of maintenance, airworthiness
directives, maintenance documentation, and periodic inspections.

Dersin Amaci:
Ucgusa elverislilik kavramini, sertifikasyon siire¢lerini ve bakim kurulusglari ile personelinin
sorumluluklarini agiklamaktir.

Dersin Icerigi:
Mevzuat temeli (ICAO Ekleri, EASA, FAA), bakim tiirleri, ugusa elverislilik direktifleri, bakim
dokiimantasyonu ve periyodik kontroller dersin icerigini olusturur.

AVC214 - Cargo Operations / Kargo Islemleri (Elective, 2,4)



Objectives of the Course:
To provide students with the operational knowledge and safety considerations involved in air
cargo handling, from acceptance to delivery.

Course Content:
Covers cargo classification, loading procedures, handling of dangerous goods, ULD usage,
customs and documentation processes, and security screening.

Dersin Amaci:
Ogrencilere, kargonun kabuliinden teslimine kadar olan siiregte havayolu kargo operasyonlari ve
giivenlik 6nlemleri hakkinda bilgi kazandirmak.

Dersin Icerigi:
Kargo simiflandirmasi, yiikkleme prosediirleri, tehlikeli madde islemleri, ULD kullanimi, giimriik
ve belge siirecleri ile giivenlik taramasi konular1 ele alinmaktadir.

AVC215 - Dangerous Goods in Air Transportation / Hava Tasimacihginda
Tehlikeli Maddeler (Elective, 3,4)

Objectives of the Course:
To familiarize students with the classification, packaging, handling, and regulatory compliance
requirements for dangerous goods transported by air.

Course Content:
Topics include IATA DGR manual usage, labeling and documentation, classes of hazardous
materials, safety protocols during handling, and international legal frameworks (ICAO, UN).

Dersin Amaci:
Hava yoluyla taginan tehlikeli maddelerin siniflandirilmasi, paketlenmesi, elleclenmesi ve yasal
gereklilikler hakkinda 6grencilere bilgi kazandirmaktir.

Dersin Icerigi:

IATA DGR el kitabinin kullanimi, etiketleme ve dokiimantasyon, tehlikeli madde siniflari,
ellecleme sirasinda gilivenlik protokolleri ve uluslararasi yasal ¢erceveler (ICAO, BM) dersin
kapsamindadir.

ENT217 - Aviation English I/ Havacihk ingilizcesi I (Compulsory, 5, 8)

Objectives of the Course:
To develop students’ English language skills with a focus on aviation-related terminology and
communication in operational contexts.



Course Content:

Focuses on phraseology used in aviation communication, comprehension of manuals and
procedures, job-related vocabulary, and simulated role-play of common airport and flight
scenarios.

Dersin Amaci:
Ogrencilerin, havacilikla ilgili terminoloji ve operasyonel baglamlarda iletisim becerilerini
gelistirmeyi amaglamaktadir.

Dersin I¢erigi:

Havacilik iletisiminde kullanilan deyimsel ifadeler, el kitaplar1 ve prosediirlerin anlagilmasi,
mesleki kelime bilgisi ve sik karsilagilan havaalani ve ugus senaryolarinin rol oyunlart dersin
konularidir.

AIT103 - History for International Students I / Atatiirk ilkeleri ve Inkilap Tarihi
I (Compulsory, 2,2)

Objectives of the Course:
To educate students on the foundation of the Turkish Republic, Atatiirk’s principles, and the
historical context of modern Turkey's transformation.

Course Content:

Covers the collapse of the Ottoman Empire, national independence movement, foundation of the
Republic, Atatiirk’s reforms, and modernization efforts in political, legal, educational, and social
systems.

Dersin Amaci:
Ogrencilere Tiirkiye Cumhuriyeti’nin kurulusu, Atatiirk ilkeleri ve modern Tiirkiye'nin doniisiim
stireci hakkinda bilgi vermek.

Dersin Icerigi:

Osmanli Imparatorlugu'nun ¢okiisii, ulusal bagimsizlik hareketi, Cumhuriyetin ilani, Atatiirk
devrimleri ve siyasi, hukuki, egitim ve sosyal alanlardaki modernlesme ¢alismalar1 ders
kapsamindadir.

AVC221 - Passenger Service / Yolcu Hizmetleri (Compulsory, 3,3)

Objectives of the Course:
To introduce students to the principles and procedures of airline passenger services, from check-
in to boarding, with a focus on service quality and communication.

Course Content:
Includes passenger check-in, baggage handling, boarding procedures, customer relations,
handling of irregular operations, and complaint management at airports.



Dersin Amaci:
Ogrencilere, check-in’den ucaga binise kadar olan siiregcte havayolu yolcu hizmetlerinin
ilkelerini ve prosediirlerini tanitmak; hizmet kalitesi ve iletisime odaklanmak.

Dersin I¢erigi:
Yolcu check-in islemleri, bagaj islemleri, binis prosediirleri, miisteri iliskileri, diizensiz
operasyonlarda yolcu yonetimi ve sikayet stireci ele alinir.

AVC222 - Human Factor and Crew Resource Management / Insan Faktorii ve
Ekip Kaynag Yonetimi (Compulsory, 2,4)

Objectives of the Course:
To teach the effects of human factors in aviation safety and the importance of effective
communication, leadership, and teamwork among crew members.

Course Content:
Focuses on human error, situational awareness, decision making, communication models, CRM
principles, and case studies on flight crew coordination.

Dersin Amaci:
Havacilik emniyetinde insan faktorlerinin etkilerini ve ekip iiyeleri arasinda etkili iletisim,
liderlik ve takim ¢aligmasinin dnemini 6gretmektir.

Dersin Icerigi:
Insan hatasi, durumsal farkindalik, karar verme, iletisim modelleri, EKY (CRM) ilkeleri ve ugus
ekibi koordinasyonuna yonelik vaka analizleri dersin igerigini olusturur.

AVC223 - Load Control and Communication / Yiik Kontrolii ve Haberlesme
(Elective, 3,4)

Objectives of the Course:
To provide knowledge on load control processes and weight balance principles critical to safe
aircraft operations, along with effective communication protocols.

Course Content:
Topics include weight and balance calculations, Load & Trim Sheet preparation, loading
restrictions, center of gravity, and operational communication practices.

Dersin Amaci:
Glivenli ucus operasyonlari i¢in gerekli olan yiik kontrolii ve agirlik merkezi hesaplamalarim
ogretmek; operasyonel iletisim uygulamalar1 hakkinda bilgi vermek.



Dersin I¢erigi:
Agirlik ve denge hesaplamalari, Load & Trim Sheet hazirlama, yiikleme kisitlamalari, agirlik
merkezi, operasyonel iletisim kurallar1 ders kapsaminda yer alir.

AVC224 - Emergency Planning and Response for Airlines / Havayollar: i¢in Acil
Durum Planlamasi ve Miidahale (Elective, 2,4)

Objectives of the Course:
To develop students’ awareness of airline emergency response planning and the necessary
actions during accidents, security threats, or natural disasters.

Course Content:
Covers emergency preparedness, crisis communication, coordination with rescue services,
contingency planning, ICAO/FAA emergency protocols, and drills.

Dersin Amaci:
Kaza, glivenlik tehdidi veya dogal afet durumlarinda havayollarinin acil durum planlamasini ve
uygulanmasi gereken onlemleri 6gretmektir.

Dersin Icerigi:
Acil durum hazirliklari, kriz iletisimi, kurtarma hizmetleri ile koordinasyon, olaganiistii durum
planlamasi, ICAO/FAA acil durum protokolleri ve tatbikatlar yer alir.
